2012 MARIN TENNIS LEAGUE SCHOLARSHIP

Comments and Guidelines to Applicants: 

 The Marin Women’s Tennis League is seeking a qualified female athlete to attend a week of tennis camp in 2012. The 2012 grant is limited to girls residing in Marin County; who will begin sophomore, junior or senior year in August/September 2011.

The Marin Tennis League hopes to provide an opportunity to a student tennis player in order to help improve athletic and competitive skills, enhance sportsmanship, make “sports” friends, and receive outstanding coaching in a tennis facility.  Only one tennis scholarship will be granted.   It is strongly recommended that careful thought be given to completing the application. 

The application process includes the following:

1.  Complete the online application according to the directions provided to you by the league scholarship chairperson. This will include your basic information, and a write up addressing various important topics (not to exceed two typewritten pages).  This should be in Word Document format.  Scanned attachments are welcome (pictures, articles, awards). The completed application will be emailed to our chairperson.

2.  Signed approval to participate from your doctor and your parent/guardian.

3. Two letters of recommendation from any of the following:


a) School counselor


b) Employer


c) Teacher


d) Religious/spiritual counselor


e) Community service director

               Additional references are welcome, but you must provide two from above list.                        
4. A handwritten statement: Convince us to give you this scholarship using a handwritten statement (not to exceed one page, on ruled binder paper). This statement needs to be signed and include the words “I agree to complete a report of my Tennis Camp experience to the Marin League”. (The report should be at least one handwritten page, address the topics on the survey (which will be provided to the winner). Pictures from camp are encouraged.)
The entire application must be received by Tuesday November 15, 2011.
